PC Users 

1. Go through the following steps and you may actually prefer your new view: 

2. Right Click on your Desktop 

 

3. Choose "Properties" 

 

4. Choose the "Settings" tab 

 

5. Look to the bottom left of the box that appears and you will see "Screen 

resolution" 

 

6. Move the slider to the right to make your monitor's screen resolution larger 

and to the left to make your monitor's Screen resolution smaller 

 

Mac Users 
 

1. Perform the following steps in order to increase your monitor's Screen 

Resolution, which you may prefer: 

2. Click the Apple icon on the top left or your monitor 

 

3. Choose "System Preferences..." 

 

4. Under the Hardware area of the box that appears you will see "Displays” 

 

5. Click "Display" and you will see the word "Resolutions" 

 

6. Choose the largest number possible or the largest screen resolution, 

according to your preference

About Changing Screen Resolution
Dear reader,

This document provides easy to understand step-by-step instructions on how to change screen resolution. Whether your computer monitor is small, medium or large and whether it be old or new, this simple document can help improve your viewing experience.

A small screen resolution, such as 800x600 or less, actually makes what is on the screen appear bigger. Conversely, a larger screen resolution, such as 1024x768, 1152x864 or higher, makes objects and text on the screen appear smaller.

However, although things may appear smaller on the screen, much more of the content on the screen can be viewed without having to scroll down and/or having to scroll to the left and right. Web site designers are very familiar with screen resolution, as one of their primary goals is often to display as much information, content, images and/or multimedia files to the viewer, all in one fell swoop. This concept is commonly known as “above the fold”.

Above the fold refers to the content immediately viewable to the end user without having to scroll down or having to scroll horizontally, i.e., web pages that require you to move a scroll bar to the right or left. Although many web designers are okay with writing web pages to include some or even a lot of vertical scrolling, many more web designers do their best to avoid horizontal scrolling. Most web surfers, whether professional users or non-technical online surfers just out to surf the web for fun and/or to shop, do not enjoy horizontal scrolling.

The bottom line is that most computer users prefer a larger screen resolution, once they have made the change and have become adjusted to the new view.
